Offering Side: The commandments, Don’t commit adultery, don’t
murder, don’t steal, don’t desire what others have, and any other
commandments, are all summed up in one word: You must love
your neighbor as yourself.
Piano Side: Lead me on the trail of your commandments
because that is what | want.
